You can indulge in various activities like donkey cart rides, star-gazing, story-telling and 

dancing before having dinner. Stay at Kalahari tented camp.

Go for a wine-tasting tour in Upington with Orange River Wine Cellars. 

Check-in at the Protea Hotel Upington/The Oasis (SD1). Have lunch and the rest of the day
